Corporate Tax Policy for Radical Shake Up: EU must compete in new global tax economy, says leading Swedish Tax Economist

On Tuesday 19th June, Dr Krister Andersson will address Politeia’s 2007 Lecture series Taxing to Some Purpose. As European tax systems meet the challenge of global tax trends, the lecture will focus on corporate tax. How effective is the corporate tax system in meeting wider economic aims?
 
In particular Dr Andersson will analyse the interactions between corporate tax systems. What proportion of a country’s income does it tend to yield and what are its perceived advantages? How does it vary in Europe and globally? What are the disadvantages, real or perceived?
 
The lecture will consider the trends making for change in the system: against a variety of often complex and diverse tax systems, greater simplification is imperative. How can a more common, simple system be reconciled with the need for tax competition, especially within European countries?  Dr Anderson will also consider: 
 
   The ongoing work within the European Union to launch an optional common consolidated corporate tax base.
 
   A legislative proposal from the European Commission is expected already next year. What will it look like and will it promote growth?
 
The lecture will conclude by considering the options for Reform against the wider picture of an evolving and competitive global economy.
 

* Dr Krister Andersson is Head of the Tax Delegation for Swedish Business and Commerce. He was a tax panel expert in the EU Commission on Corporate Taxation and served as a tax expert to the OECD and at the IMF as an economist.
