Research Area H- Political economy of peace, war and arms industries

call for papers
The Political economy of peace, war and arms industries Research Area has been set up in March 2005. It invites paper proposals that contribute to issues related to the themes of the RA H. 

It has become evident that defence-related issues, long given minor attention in economics, have surfaced as central in the current stage of globalisation. Increase in military expenditures at the world level, multiplication and the continuation of wars in many parts of the world, new generation of sophisticated technological weapons, and further interest for defence stocks by institutional investors in some developed countries, indicate that a new type of relation between defence and economy set in at the turn of the century. 
Papers that address one of the following issues are welcome:
1) Political Economy of peace and war. 

- The relations between war, defence and security, and globalisation in the post Cold war era. How different are these relations from those that took place in the late nineteenth century globalisation? 
- The ‘new wars’ in many developing and less advanced countries (between 1990 and 2002, almost one third of the world’s countries have been plagued with wars or major armed conflicts). Do they reflect new modes of ‘production’ (implying strong destructions and devastations) , bad governance practices (with predominance of greed) ?
- Peace as an international (or global) public good. How global governance issues can address peace and war issues ?
2) Arms economy at the turn of the century:
- The transformations of the arms industry. What are the change in its mode of governance at a macro (military expenditures, international cooperation in arms production, arms transfers, etc.) and micro (shareholder-value oriented, outsourcing, etc.) level? What prospects for the European arms industry?
- The relations between military and commercial technologies in the context of the new security agenda, and of an increase in non-military threats. What about the debate on ‘spin-off’, the spin-in’, and ‘dual-use’ technologies?
Participants are invited to submit a paper proposal (600-1000 words) and to indicate that the proposal belongs to Research Area H.
